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· Editor’s differ from journal to journal, some solicit manuscripts, reviewers, and referees

· Just because an editor asks you to send in a manuscript does not guarantee publication

· Rejection statistics are difficult to actually determine
· Few journals accept articles as is, most request changes and work with the author

· Both content of the article and quality of article are equally important

· Don’t assume all readers will have the background to understand the issues or ideas. Slow down and provide background and sources.

· Very important to have someone read and give feedback before sending manuscript to journal

· Ask a colleague to read a rejection letter and distill editorial advise to revise

· Send a query to editor to see if your work would fit the publication

· Set deadlines

· Literature reviews are important if they explain the articles perspective

· Use a literature review for yourself as author to show you what has been published

· Think about what would be interesting to you and your readers

· You own your article so find it a good home.
