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Getting Started
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· Look for local, state and regional opportunities – state conferences and newsletters

· Let people know you are interested in participating, have some topics to suggest that you are interested in perusing
· Who you know helps!

· Cabell’s directories of publishing in education and business

· Begin with writing reviews and or Web reviews – Feminist Collections, Library Journal, C & RL News
· Put together a conference panel (ACRL), or poster session that can be later turned into an article
· Viable ideas – what are you doing? How is what you are doing different from the norm? Do a literature search to find holes in research

· Update old research

· Organizations such as H-Net has calls for papers or encyclopedia articles

· Consider writing outside of librarianship to an academic audience

· Keep a research interest or publication idea log

· Make sure you are really interested in the topic before becoming committed to writing

· Brainstorm with colleagues

· Assess your writing skills and seek help if needed

· Join or set up a colleagues group to discuss publication ideas, journal likely to cover your topic, and review your writing
